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Abstrak

Remaja merupakan periode kritis peralihan dari anak menjadi dewasa. teman
sebaya dapat menjadi media dalam usaha pengarahan moral dan perilaku
kedisiplinan, sehingga dukungan sosial teman sebaya mungkin berpengaruh pada
pembentukan kepatuhan individu. Penelitian ini bertujuan menganalisis dukungan
sosial teman sebaya dengan kepatuhan program Outbreak Response Immunization
(ORI) di SMAN 09 Kota Tangerang Selatan. Jenis penelitian ini menggunakan
desain penelitian survey analitik dengan pendekatan cross sectional dengan uji chi
square teknik sampling purposive sampling. Hasil penelitian dari 180 responden
didapatkan bahwa dukungan sosial teman sebaya tinggi dengan tingkat patuh
lebih dominan dengan presentasi 94,2 % hasil statistic chi square menunjukan
sehingga ada hubungan bermakna antara dukungan sosial teman sebaya dengan
kepatuhan program ORI. Peneliti menyarankan untuk peneliti selanjutnya agar
meneliti faktor resiko lainnya seperti pengetahuan dan dukungan sosial orang tua
terkait kepatuhan remaja.

Abstract

Teenagers are a critical period of transition from children to adults. peers can be a
media in efforts to direct moral and disciplinary behavior, so peer social support
may influence the formation of individual obedience. This study aims to analyze
peer social support with compliance with the Outbreak Response Immunization
(ORI) program at SMAN 09 Kota Tangerang Selatan. This type of research uses
analytic survey research design with cross sectional approach with chi square test
purposive sampling sampling technique. The results of the 180 respondents found
that high peer social support with obedient levels was more dominant with the
presentation of 94.2% chi square statistics showing that there was a significant
relationship between peer social support and compliance with the ORI program.
The researcher suggests that the next researcher examine other risk factors such as
parents knowledge and social support related to adolescent adherence.
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
